• In “Filter Your Results,” use “Content Level” to match readers’ 

skills to the appropriate Lexile reading levels from Level 1 
(lower elementary) to Level 5 (high school and above). 

• Type a search under “Topic Finder” to create a visualization to 
help locate additional resources. Click on “Tiles” or “Wheels” 
for graphical displays to locate the most commonly used terms 
to narrow search results to the documents also containing that 
subject or term.  

• “Cite” correctly formats a search result to export into various 
bibliographic tools.
